Standards, Editorial Requirements,
and Author Guidelines for

the Revue francaise de psychanalyse

General Requirements

Acrticles submitted to the Revue francaise de psychanalyse should be sent to the journal’s editorial
secretary, at rfpsy@spp.asso.fr.

To be sent on to the editorial committee, articles must:

not exceed 30,000 characters including spaces, bibliography, abstract, keywords, and a short
biographical statement;

include an abstract of 1,000 characters, including spaces;
include five or six keywords;
adhere to the editorial requirements listed below;

be submitted in two copies, one of which must be anonymous. This copy will be sent to the
journal’s international reading committee for a double-blind evaluation, in accordance with
peer review requirements. All mentions of your name should be removed, along with your
correspondence address and biographical statement. In the body text, all references to you
should be replaced with “author,” and in the bibliography, all references in which your name
features should be removed,;

be accompanied by a fully completed copyright assignment form.

When writing the abstract, authors should take particular care to ensure that their primary topic and
its underlying arguments are clearly presented. This also applies to the choice of keywords and to
the title, which should describe what the article is about. These elements are crucial to guaranteeing
a wide international visibility.

For keywords, authors may refer to the Medical Subject Headings (MeSH) thesaurus:
https://www.nlm.nih.gov/mesh/meshhome.html.

Fundamental Requirements

Professional Confidentiality

The submitted article must not violate professional confidentiality in any way. It must respect
psychoanalytic ethics, avoiding any elements of a defamatory nature. In clinical examples, patients
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must not be identifiable by a third party, and should they read the article, what is written about them
must be such that it may be taken up with them without harming their analysis.

Original Publication

The submitted article must not have been previously published elsewhere, nor be intended for
publication either in another journal or online.

Copyright Laws

Copyright laws must be respected: Any quotations must be indicated using quotation marks. The
author must be named, and bibliographic citations should be complete and correct (see below for
instructions). Quotations should not exceed ten lines of the original author’s text. It is your
responsibility to obtain the reproduction rights for any quotations that are longer. You are
responsible for any copyright costs incurred.

General Requirements for the Text

Articles submitted to the Revue francaise de psychanalyse must be written in French. They should
be typed using Times New Roman font (henceforth: TNR). The text must be formatted with 1.5
spacing and alignment should be justified.

No words should be written using capital letters or bold font. The journal accepts a reasonable use
of italics to emphasize a specific term, statement, etc. (for example: it is a question of understanding
the unconscious in its different manifestations), or to indicate book or journal titles.

For names of individuals that feature within the text, use their full first name and last name upon
first mention. Upon subsequent mentions, you can either repeat the individual’s entire name, or just
use the last name. An exception is made for names that are so well known that the first name is not
needed (for example: Shakespeare). In the bibliography at the end of the article, only include the
initials of authors’ first names.

The psychic agencies should be lowercased: conscious, id, ego, etc.
The first line of each paragraph should begin directly at the margin (i.e., should not be indented).
The text should be presented in the following order:

- Title: TNR 16

- Last and first name(s) of the author: TNR 14, last name in capital letters

- Short biographical statement (maximum two lines): footnote TNR 9 inserted after the last
name and marked with an asterisk

- Postal and email address of the author: TNR 10
- Epigraph (highlighted quote, if applicable): TNR 9, single spaced, right aligned

- Footnotes: as few as possible, TNR 9, single spaced



The body text should use TNR 12, spacing 1.5.

First-level subtitles should use TNR 14.
Any second-level subtitles (under first-level subtitles) should use TNR 12 and italics.

The bibliography should use TNR 10 and single spacing. Please refer to the instructions for
creating the bibliography, below.

Abstract: The word “Résumé” should be written in capital letters TNR 10, and the abstract
itself in TNR 10. It should be of 1,000 characters (including spaces), and single-spaced

Keywords: The term “Mots-clés” should be written in capital letters TNR 10, followed by
five or six keywords, all lowercased, separated by commas

In-Text Citations and the Bibliography

a) In the text: In-text citations

The author’s name, year of publication, and the quoted page should appear in parentheses:
(Carbonnier, 2005, p. 65).

If the edition you have consulted is not the original edition, you must first include the date of
the original edition, followed by a slash (/), followed by the year of publication of the
edition you consulted: (Abraham 1911/1965, p. 65) or (Carbonnier, 1978/2004, p. 65).

If you use the author’s name in the running text, you only need to include the year(s) and
page number in the parenthetical citation: “In his study on the painter Segantini, Abraham
(1911/1965, p.65) proposes that. . . .”

If you use the date in the running text, format the citation as follows: “A 1978 study
(Carbonnier, 2004, p. 65) showed that. . . .”

If you cite several sources simultaneously, they should appear in parentheses, ordered
alphabetically according to the authors’ surnames, with each citation separated by a semi-
colon: (Abraham 1911/1965, p. 65 ; Brisson, 2001, p. 2 ; Carbonnier, 2005, p. 45 ;
Fontaretta, 1987, p. 365).

If you cite two co-authors, both their names should be indicated: Marty et de M’Uzan (1963,
p. 65) or (Marty et de M’Uzan, 1963, p. 65).

If there are more than two co-authors, use “et al.”: Marty et al. (1972, p. 65) or (Marty et al.,
1972, p. 65).

If the author you cite is taken from the text of another author (a secondary source), you should
cite the author of the original document, then the name of the author of the text you
consulted, preceded by, “cité dans”: (Carbonnier, 2005, cité dans Brisson, 2012, p. 65). Only
the directly consulted source (that is, the secondary source) should appear in the
bibliography at the end of the article: Brisson J. (2012).
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- When a reference is repeated within the text, it is preferable to rewrite the full citation within
the parentheses rather than using Latin expressions (such as ibid., idem and op. cit.).
However, the use of “ibid.” is permitted when several quotations from the same author
appear in close proximity to one another, for example within one or two pages of each other.

b) At the end of the article: The bibliography

At the end of the article, a complete list of references should appear under the title “Références
bibliographiques.” The list should only contain the works cited in the article, with no additional or
complementary references.

The bibliography should use TNR 10 and single spacing. Entries should be presented in
alphabetical order, and then in chronological order of publication if multiple works by the same
author are referenced from oldest to newest. If several texts by the same author were published the
same year, they should be distinguished by adding a, b, c, etc. onto the end. For example:

Angelergues R. (1989a). Deux objets pour une réalité. Rev Fr Psychanal 53(4) : 1169-1177.

Angelergues R. (1989b). La psychothérapie : ¢’est-a-dire ? Cah Cent Psychanal Psychothér
18 : 45-54.

Note that only the initials of authors’ first names should appear in entries.

Journal titles should be abbreviated in accordance with the I1SO 4 standard (LTWA), details of which
can be found at: https://www.issn.org/fr/services-et-prestations/services-en-ligne/acces-a-la-ltwa/.

For abbreviated titles See Annex1: « Liste des revues les plus citées »

Formats and examples:
- Article from a paper journal with one author:

Author A. {first name initials} (Year). Article title. Journal name volume (issue) : first page-last
page.

Example: Wallerstein R.S. (1972). The future of psychoanalytic education. J Am Psychoanal
Assoc 21(2) : 591-606.

- Article from a paper journal with several authors:

Author A. {first name initials}, Author B., Author C., Author D. (Year). Article title. Journal title
volume (issue) : first page-last page.

Example: Lebovici S., Diatkine R. (1954). Etude des fantasmes chez I’enfant. Rev Fr
Psychanal 18(1) : 108-159.

If there are more than 6 authors list the first six, and then add “et al.”

- Online article with a DOI (Digital Object Identifier)
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Present these the same as a paper article, followed by “Doi :” and then the DOI alphanumeric
sequence without a period at the end:

Author F. {first name initials} (Year). Title of article. Journal title volume (pamphlet): first page-
last page. Doi : 11.9136/th.457.0408

Example: Gagnon L., Peretz I. et Fulop T. (2009). Musical structural determinants of
emotional judgements in dementia of the Alzheimer type. Neuropsychology 23(1) : 90-97.
Doi: 10. 1037/a0013790

- Online article without a DOI:

If the article does not have a DOI, indicate its URL address preceded by “repéré a :” There should
be no period at the end.

Author A. {first name initials} (Year). Article title. Journal title volume (issue) : first page-last
page. Repéré a : {URL}

Example: Dupuis F., Johnston K.M., Lavoie M., Lepore F. et Lassonde M. (2000).
Concussions in athletes produce brain dysfunction as revealed by event-related potentials.
NeuroReport 11(18): 4087-4092. Repéré a : http://journals.lww.com/neuroreport/

- Book with one author:
Author A. {first name initials} (Year). Book title. Place of publication, Publisher.
Example: Green A. (1990). La folie privée. Paris, Gallimard

If the edition you have consulted is not the original edition, you must first include the date of the
original edition (whether or not the book is a translation), followed by a slash and the year of the
edition that you consulted:

Author A. {first name initials} (Year of original publication/year of edition consulted). Book title.
Place of publication, Publisher.

Examples:

Abraham K. (1911/1965). Giovanni Segantini. Essai psychanalytique. (Euvres complétes | :
161-211. Paris, Payot.

Winnicott D.W. (1971/1975). Jeu et Réalité (traduit par C. Monod et J.-B. Pontalis). Paris,
Gallimard.

- Book with several authors:
Same principle as above:
Author A., Author B. et Author C. (Year/year). Book title. Place of publication, Publisher.

Example: Lebovici S., Diatkine R. et Soulé M. (1999/2004). Nouveau traité de psychiatrie
de [’enfant et de [’adolescent (2° éd., vol. 4). Paris, Puf.

- Collection edited by one author:


http://journals.lww.com/neuroreport/

Same principle as “Book with one author,” but use “(dir.)” after the author’s name

Example: Kaés R. (dir.). (1993). Transmission de la vie psychique entre générations. Paris,
Dunod.

- Chapter of a book:

Author A. (Year). Chapter title. Dans A. Editor’s name (dir.). Book title: first-last page. Place of
publication, Publisher.

Example: Faimberg H. (1993). Le télescopage des générations. Dans R. Kaes (dir.).
Transmission de la vie psychique entre générations : 59-81. Paris, Dunod.

- Sigmund Freud references:

When citing Freud’s writings, you should distinguish between different texts published in the same
year by using the letters a, b, c, etc., as they appear in the general bibliography established by the
Bibliothéque Sigmund Freud. Please see the link: https://www.spp.asso.fr/freud-fr/.
